With our homework throughout this year, we are responding to parent feedback
and adjusting how children can access their homework.

Today, your child will be coming home with their introductory letter, which has
their log-in and instructions for access to Seesaw on either a smart device or
laptop. Every child has already experimented with Seesaw today, with great
enthusiasm!

We understand that this may take a few weeks to explore and adjust to at home
and school. Therefore, we will be providing homework time as part of the school

day, over the next two weeks, in order to support the transition of this exciting
new project. All year 5/6 teachers will also be available after school on Monday

8™ January from 3.15-3.45pm for a workshop and to answer any questions.
