““fl The children took part in a range of interesting and practical activities
8 including dressing like a Roman, making a mosaic, handling 2000-
year-old artefacts, digging for artefacts like an archaeologist, using a
pulley system, and building a Roman arch.

‘!%, The children also had time to explore the baths themselves, including the Great Bath, the laconicum (room with
“=8 intense dry heat), the circular plunge pool, changing rooms, and the sacred spring.
